Vocabulary

Arranging objects in space Ordering and arranging objects in space such as
in containers or on a floor area.

Consistency of objects The child knows that objects continue to have the
same characteristics over time.

Follow the child Adult observing the focus of a child and responding to that
interest.

Joint involvement Both caregiver and child actively focused on an interest of
the child.

Learn A change in behavior through finding out.

Leave-taking and returning Leaving the presence of a loved one and
reuniting with that person like what the child experiences in child care daily.
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Object permanence Knowing an object continues to exist even when it is no
longer seen.

Problem solving Actively engaging in ways to change a situation seen as an
obstacle.

Responsive caregiver Person responsible for the care of the child who is
knows the child well and provides reciprocal interactions during care.

Trusted caregiver Caregiver that the child relies on to provide essential needs
in a consistent caring manner.

. Discuss ways that infants and toddlers explore and leam in child care settings.
2. Describe how the trusted caregiver is first the child’s primary mode of learning.

3. Describe exploring and learning through the relationship with the caregiver and
the joint attention given to interactions with objects.

4. Describe children’s thinking seen as they arrange objects in space and problem
solve.

5. Explain the role of the caregiver in supporting learning for the infant and toddler.

6. Compare the ways of exploring and leaming for infants and toddlers with the ways
children leam in elementary school.

7. Describe the foundations of complex thinking and compare this with lower-level
thinking processes.
